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THE SEINE RIVER
The curvy nature of the Seine River can be disorienting when you’re in Paris. Not to 
worry, just remember to face downstream, so you can tell the Left Bank from the 
Right.

Another specialty drink found 
closer to the English Channel is Calvados, which comes from Normandy’s fruit-filled 
orchards. Made from over 170 apple (and pear) varieties, this rustic spirit is distilled 
twice and barrel-aged for at least two years before bottling. The result is a liqueur 
bursting with mainly complex flavors.

DOM PÉRIGNON: A BENEDICTINE MONK & CHAMPAGNE
Contrary to popular myth, the Benedictine monk, Dom Pérignon, did not invent the 
“champagne method” for making sparkling wine. A cellar master at the Abbey in 
Hautvillers in northeastern France, Dom Pérignon was the first to blend grapes in 
such a way as to improve the quality of wines. His legacy endures in the form of a 
prestigious Champagne from Moët & Chandon, which bears his name.

We shall not be responsible or liable for  
consequences of name on an airline reservation 
and passport not matching exactly.
