In the corner of southwestern France, the Garonne and Dordogne rivers merge together to form  
the Gironde Estuary, which naturally divides the Bordeaux region into the Left and Right banks.  
The Left Bank is more flat and gravelly, producing vines that give life to rich red and sweet white 
blends, while the Right Bank boasts limestone and clay soils that produce some of the world’s  
best Merlot-based blends. Travelers from around the world flock to this region that is well known 
for its wine and other tantalizing gastronomic delights.

The Douro 
This major river of the Iberian Peninsula flows from its source in Spain to its outlet in Northern 
Portugal. It is here that river cruisers will discover the Douro River Valley, the birthplace of Port  
wine and a designated UNESCO World Heritage Site. One can’t help but wonder whether the 
upward rippling of the steeply terraced vineyards or the mesmerizingly fluid undulations of 
colorfully costumed flamenco dancers were created in part as tributes to this incredible waterway 
that gives so much life to the region’s Old World villages and picturesque cities.

Day 1, ARRIVE IN PARIS, FRANCE. Arrive in Paris and 
check into your hotel.

Day 2, PARIS. Enjoy a morning tour of Paris, taking in all 
its iconic sites. Later in the day, visit Montmartre, long 
known as the city’s premier artist’s enclave.

to the medieval hilltop village, Les Baux de Provence, 
followed by a visit to an olive farm where you’ll learn 
about age-old Provençal traditions from a master olive 
miller as well as sample the olive oil.

Once there, you can experience an 
indescribable view of the Catalonia landscape from the 
top of the mountain. The monastery, officially founded in 
1025, soon began to receive pilgrims and visitors who  
contributed to the spread of stories of miracles and wonders  
performed by the Virgin Mary. The whole of Montserrat is  
built around facilitating the worship of the Black Madonna  
in the Basilica. While here, you’ll see the famous Black 
Madonna sculpture, which sits at the back of the church, 
above the altar area. (B)

Day 14, DEPART BARCELONA. Bid farewell to Barcelona 
and prepare for your flight home. (B)

The Danube 
Captured in literature, art, and Strauss’s famous “Blue Danube” waltz, this river is one of the world’s 
most romantic waterways and Europe’s second longest river. Extending for thousands of miles 
through Central Europe, the Danube flows eastward, passing through ten countries and four capital 
cities, including Vienna, Bratislava, Budapest and Belgrade, before emptying into the Black Sea.  
The Danube’s illustrious UNESCO-designated Wachau Valley and spectacular Iron Gates are among 
this river’s most majestic natural wonders.

The Rhine, Main and Moselle 
The Rhine rises in the Swiss Alps and flows through Switzerland, France, Germany and the Netherlands  
where it splits up into waterways crossing an extensive delta before emptying into the North Sea. 
A major Rhine tributary, the Moselle River, is a peaceful river that flows past dramatic vineyard-clad 
landscapes and medieval towns with looming castles rising high above. The Rhine’s other tributary, the  
Main is home to the 106-mile man-made marvel known as the Rhine-Main-Danube Canal, which allows  
travel from the North Sea all the way to the Black Sea. One of the most beautiful stretches along the 
Rhine is the 40 miles in the upper middle valley, which is a UNESCO-listed World Heritage Site.

Dutch and Belgian Waterways 
Belgium and the Netherlands, described as the Low Countries since they are below sea level, comprise  
the land around the Rhine Delta and North Sea. Due to their proximity within the delta and the North 
Sea, these countries have often been threatened by flooding; however, with such protective defenses 
as Zuider Zee and the Delta Works Projects, these regions have prospered.

His home is 
still here, marked with a placard; however, today it houses 
a kitschy restaurant called “Casa Dracula.” (B)

be one of the most stunning castles in Europe. Tour the 
castle, which was once the residence of the royal family.

and kings. Speyer is also home to the medieval Altpörtel, 
Old Gate. Or, if you prefer a more modern view of Speyer, 
you can visit the intriguing Speyer Technical Museum. 
Later in the day, sail to Rüdesheim, where you’ll be treated 
to a wine tasting. (B,L,D) 

Day 8, RÜDESHEIM. Continue your exploration of 
Rüdesheim with a choice of excursions. Those who fancy 
a more whimsical adventure will want to visit Siegfried’s 
Mechanical Musical Instrument Museum. For an adventure 
of a different kind, soar over the vineyards of Rüdesheim 
on a gondola to the Niederwald Monument; or opt to 
take a hike through the vineyards.

For contract airline  
fares a deposit of C$450 per person (economy class  
tickets) or C$750 per person (business/first-class tickets)  
is required to secure the flight schedule and quoted  
price. Published airfare prices require full payment at  
the time of reservation. Once the airfare deposit or full  
payment is received your airline tickets will be issued  
and any changes will be subject to penalty if not  
cancelled within 24 hours of ticketing. Should the name  
on your airline reservation not match your passport  
exactly, your airline reservation will have to be cancelled,  
full penalties will be assessed and your reservation will  
have to be recreated subject to market pricing at the 
time of the new reservation.
