Afterwards, travel to the Sauternes
wine region to either Chateau de Rayne Vigneau or
Chateau Guiraud to taste the highly prized golden-hued
sweet wines produced here. (B,L,D)

Day 7, PAUILLAC. Pauillac, a lovely village on the Left
Bank of the Gironde Estuary, is gateway to the famed
Médoc region, renowned for producing some of the
world’s finest Bordeaux wines. You will see some of
the most beautiful and famous wine estates, including
Chéateau Latour, Chateau Mouton Rothschild, Chateau
Lafite Rothschild and Chateau Pichon Longueville.
You'll then visit either Chateau Gruaud Larose or
Chateau Léoville Poyferré for a tasting of Grand Cru
wines. (B,L,D)

Day 8, BLAYE - BOURG. Once in Blaye, you can join a
tour of its 17th-century citadel, a UNESCO World Heritage
Site.

Considered one of the most beautiful
cities in France, Arles enchants. For art lovers, you’ll wish
to visit Saint Paul de Mausole Asylum, where Vincent
van Gogh once lived and painted. Afterwards, go to

the Carriéres de Lumieres, where you'll be treated to

a spectacular presentation of art, sound and history
projected on the walls of caves. Alternatively, venture

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THE HEART OF EUROPE

Theres no doubt Europe’s legendary rivers—the Danube, Rhine, Main and Moselle—
have been essential to daily life and have shaped the history and culture of Europe
throughout the centuries. Major trade routes were born, uniting cities that previously
discouraged visitors with their imposing castles and fortresses. Centuries-old traditions
and legends originated both within and around these rivers, wars brought destruction
along their paths and historic capitals were reimagined as modern metropolises. From
fascinating art and architecture to sumptuous food and wine, you’ll fall in love with
everything the heart of Europe has to offer.

The Danube

Captured in literature, art, and Strauss’s famous “Blue Danube” waltz, this river is one of the world’s
most romantic waterways and Europe’s second longest river. Extending for thousands of miles
through Central Europe, the Danube flows eastward, passing through ten countries and four capital
cities, including Vienna, Bratislava, Budapest and Belgrade, before emptying into the Black Sea.
The Danube’s illustrious UNESCO-designated Wachau Valley and spectacular Iron Gates are among
this river’s most majestic natural wonders.

The Rhine, Main and Moselle

The Rhine rises in the Swiss Alps and flows through Switzerland, France, Germany and the Netherlands
where it splits up into waterways crossing an extensive delta before emptying into the North Sea.

A major Rhine tributary, the Moselle River, is a peaceful river that flows past dramatic vineyard-clad
landscapes and medieval towns with looming castles rising high above. The Rhine’s other tributary, the
Main is home to the 106-mile man-made marvel known as the Rhine-Main-Danube Canal, which allows
travel from the North Sea all the way to the Black Sea. One of the most beautiful stretches along the
Rhine is the 40 miles in the upper middle valley, which is a UNESCO-listed World Heritage Site.

Dutch and Belgian Waterways

Belgium and the Netherlands, described as the Low Countries since they are below sea level, comprise
the land around the Rhine Delta and North Sea. Due to their proximity within the delta and the North
Sea, these countries have often been threatened by flooding; however, with such protective defenses
as Zuider Zee and the Delta Works Projects, these regions have prospered.

For those seeking a more active adventure,
explore the area on the “Two Rivers Bike Tour,” which
takes you along both the Rhine and Moselle rivers; or go
on a hike around Lahnstein to Lahneck Castle.

Day 8, KAMPONG CHHNANG - KAMPONG TRALACH -
OUDONG. A local motorboat takes you into the lakeside
wetlands that form the mouth of Tonle Sap River. Enjoy
the stunning variety of bird life here as well as tranquil
floating villages and its busy waterfront market. Revel in
an authentic experience, an oxcart ride through a local
village along the river bank. Afterwards, you'll take a
motorcoach to Oudong, Cambodia’s former royal capital
from the 17th century until 1866; today, Oudong is a place
of pilgrimage for Cambodians. While here, you'll visit
one of Cambodia’s largest monasteries, where you'll
witness a memorable Buddhist blessing ceremony.

Your ship departs for Oknhatey Village and moors
midstream. (B,L,D)

Day 9, OKNHATEY VILLAGE - PHNOM PENH. Koh
Oknhatey, or “Silk Island,” located on the lush banks of
the Mekong River, is known for its rich tradition of silk
weaving. You'll go to Oknhatey, where you’ll visit a local
elementary school and observe the traditional silk weaving
of handicrafts. Later, your ship departs for Phnom Penh,
the vibrant colorful capital of Cambodia. Experience Phnom
Penh via an authentic tuk tuk ride and be enchanted

by the city’s French Colonial architecture and tree-lined
boulevards set amidst monumental Angkorian architecture.
During the evening on board, enjoy a Khmer folk
performance presented by local children. (B,L,D)

Day 10, PHNOM PENH. You will have a choice of excursions
this morning. Visit Cambodia’s infamous Killing Fields
and the Khmer Rouge’s grim Tuol Sleng S21 detention

center (Genocide Museum) or, if you prefer to stay in
Phnom Penh, you can visit the bustling yellow-colored
Central Market. After lunch on board, you'll explore the
highlights of the city, followed by the Royal Palace, the
spectacular Silver Pagoda and the National Museum, which
has an outstanding collection of Khmer crafts. (B,L,D)

Day 11, PHNOM PENH - BORDER CROSSING - TAN CHAU,
VIETNAM.

Later, board a motorcoach for
Xeo Quyt, once used as a base during the French and
U.S. wars and now an important ecological site. You will
have an opportunity to visit candy and rice paper-making
workshops and the historic Kiet Old House. Cap the

Day 14, HO CHI MINH CITY - DISEMBARKATION.
Disembark the AmaDara in My Tho Port and transfer to
Ho Chi Minh City.

In the afternoon, visit
Cu Chi, an immense underground network built during
the Vietnam War. (B,L)

Day 3, HO CHI MINH CITY - EMBARKATION. In the morning,
visit Ben Thanh Market—one of the oldest and most
iconic structures in Ho Chi Minh City. Board the AmaDara
at My Tho Port. Meet your fellow travelers at a Welcome
Dinner as the ship cruises to Cai Be. (B,L,D)

Day 4, CAI BE - SA DEC. Take a local boat to Cai Be.
You will have an opportunity to visit candy and rice
paper-making workshops and the historic Kiet Old House.
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Later in the day, journey to Sa Dec, a sprawling town on
the Mekong Delta, where French writer Marguerite Duras
spent part of her youth. You will visit the local market,
Cao Dai Temple and the house of Mr. Huynh Thuy Le,
Duras’ Chinese paramour, whom her prize-winning
novel, The Lover, is said to be based on. (B,L,D)

Day 5, TAN CHAU - BORDER CROSSING. Enjoy a visit

to Tan Chau, a small Mekong River town unspoiled by
tourism. You will have the opportunity to get an authentic
experience and take a traditional “xe-loi” (trishaw) ride
around the town, with stops at silk-making and rattan mat
workshops, followed by a boat ride through the narrow
channels of the Mekong River to “Evergreen Island.”
Alternatively, simply take the boat ride to Evergreen
Island and return to Tan Chau, where you will visit a rattan
mat workshop. Later in the day, cruise from Vietnam to
the Cambodian border en route to Phnom Penh.

and the National Museum, which has an outstanding
collection of Khmer crafts. After returning to the ship,

Day 7, PHNOM PENH - OKNHATEY VILLAGE. Experience
Phnom Penh via an authentic tuk tuk ride and be enchanted
by the city's French Colonial architecture and tree-lined
boulevards set amidst monumental Angkorian architecture.
Alternatively, you may wish to shop for unique treasures
at the bustling yellow-colored Central Market. Later in the
morning, set sail for Oknhatey Village. Oknhatey is “Silk
Island,” located on the lush banks of the Mekong River
and known for its rich tradition of silk weaving. While here,
you'll visit a local elementary school and observe the
traditional silk weaving of handicrafts. Afterwards, the
ship sets sail for Kampong Chhnang. (B,L,D)

Day 8, KAMPONG CHHNANG - KAMPONG TRALACH.

A local motorboat takes you into the lakeside wetlands
that form the mouth of Tonle Sap River. Enjoy the stunning
variety of bird life here as well as tranquil floating villages
and the busy waterfront market. Later in the day, the ship
sails to Kampong Tralach. (B,L,D)

Day 9, KAMPONG TRALACH - OUDONG - KOH CHEN. In
Kampong Tralach, you’ll have a truly authentic excursion -
an oxcart ride through a local village along the river bank.
Afterwards, you'll go to Oudong, Cambodia’s former royal
capital from the early 17th century until 1866. Today,
Oudong is a place of pilgrimage for Cambodians. While
here, be treated to a memorable Buddhist Blessing
Ceremony at a monastery. During the afternoon, take a
leisurely walk through Koh Chen and visit home workshops
specializing in silver- and copper-smithing. You’ll get an
up-close view of how local artisans make ornamental
items often used in traditional ceremonies. (B,L,D)

Day 10, PREK KDAM - DISEMBARKATION - SIEM REAP.
Disembark at Prek Kdam, a small village on the Tonle Sap
River, and transfer by motorcoach to Siem Reap, gateway
to the Angkor Archaeological Park, a UNESCO World
Heritage Site and the former capital of the Khmer empire.
You'll visit nearby Ta Prohm, known as the “Kingdom of
the Trees,” for the way in which the temple stones have
become intertwined with thick forest vegetation. (B,D)

Day 11, SIEM REAP - ANGKOR. Begin your morning
exploration of the temple complex at Angkor Wat, the
most iconic of all Angkorian temples, built by King

Suryavarman Il in the early 12th century to honor the
Hindu god, Vishnu. An afternoon excursion takes you to
see the fascinating jewel in the crown of Angkorian art,
Banteay Srei, which means “Citadel of Women,” as it has
been said that the carving is too fine to have been done
by the hand of man. Later in the day, visit the English-
language school sponsored by AmaWaterways in the
village of Ta Toum. During the evening, be treated to a
special “Apsara Dancing Show” at your hotel, featuring
local Cambodian/Khmer folk dancers. (B,D)

Note: The English-language school visit is capacity controlled.

Day 12, SIEM REAP - HANOI, VIETNAM. After breakfast,
you will have a guided sightseeing tour of Angkor Thom,
meaning “the great city.” This is home to Bayon Temple,
best known for its gigantic smiling stone faces, as well
as the Terrace of the Elephants and the Terrace of the
Leper King. Later in the day, take a short flight to Hanoi,
the capital city of Vietnam. (B,L)

Day 13, HANOI. From ancient temples to French Colonial
architecture and modern-day skyscrapers, along with
beautiful parks and lakes, Hanoi is an eclectic and lively
city. A morning sightseeing tour will showcase some of
Hanoi’s most famous historic and cultural sites, including
Ba Dinh Square and The Temple of Literature. You will
also visit the infamous prison that American POWs
sarcastically dubbed the “Hanoi Hilton” during the
Vietnam War. In the afternoon, experience an authentic
rickshaw ride (known as a “cyclo”) in the Old Quarter,
followed by a traditional Water Puppet Show. (B)

Upgrades may not be possible when an air carrier
changes the schedule, aircraft type, experiences a
strike, overbooking or flight interruption of any kind.

Air carriers require the passenger name to appear on
the airline ticket exactly it appears on the passport.
